12AB Trainee category allows you to work on motorways 
and high speed carriageways under a qualified 12B Lead Traffic Management Operative or 
12A Foreman, a fully qualified 12AB General Operative can actively operate as a member of 
a TTM installation crew

The 

registration as an NHSS12A/B Operative will only become effective if both the 12A/B 

logbook of assessments has been completed AND the one day General Operative course 

certificate/skill is still valid. 

 Fully qualified 12AB Operatives looking to gain supervisory status, must first complete the 

steps above and complete the 12B Lead Traffic Management Operative (LTMO) course.  For
